Golf Green Mobile Estates, Sacramento, California

I hope this is helpful to you in your quest to get ownership of the park. I really think the most important fact to relay to your park neighbors is that THEY would have a voice in decisions being made about their park. Good Luck, Dottie and Dick Voxland, Golf Green Mobile Estates. 

Golf Green Estates is a resident owned 185 space park on Florin Road in Sacramento. Golf Green is a 55+ park surrounding an 18 hole par 3 Executive Golf Course. There is a clubhouse with complete kitchen facilities, a game room with two pool tables, a reading library, dart board, game tables for card players, two swimming pools, one heated and one unheated, a hot tub, sauna's in both the men’s and ladies restrooms with shower facilities, a horseshoe pit and a shuffle board court.   
The park is incorporated as a Nonprofit Mutual Benefit Corporation. There is a 9 member board elected by the members on the basis of one space one vote. The board hires a management company to run the park. The management company hires an Office Manager and a Maintenance staff person who are on duty during the week as well as a weekend manager. 
Jerry Rioux led the efforts by residents to buy the park in 1991 there were approximately thirteen families who did not wish to participate. They became "renters" and paid slightly more that association members.  They currently still have three "renters in the park.

They do not call it rent for the members but call their monthly payment an “assessment.” The “assessment covers the maintenance and upkeep of all common facilities.  The current assessment is $350.00 per month and includes water, sewer and trash. In November of 2007 the board moved the “assessment” up from $338 to $350. The true costs for Golf Green at the time were $370 per month. However, the board decided to take money from its ample reserves and apply those to offset the increased operational costs. Like Leisureville, Golf Greens set aside prudent reserves which are always more than they need. Leisureville was able to use its reserves to fund the $200,000 addition to their clubhouse, Gold Greens to offset cost increases.

There have been only two increases in assessments since residents bought the park in 1991. In fact, during the first year the rent was decreased from $283 down to $264.

To become a member you have to invest in a membership which is presently set at $5,075. 

When the Voxland’s moved into the park in February 1992, the buy-in was $1,500.00.

The park is currently in the process of installing lighting around the perimeter of the park for security and safety purposes.  SMUD is putting the poles and lights at no cost to us we were responsible for the trenching and putting in the conduit.    
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
